The Gospel of John depicts Jesus breathing that Spirit 
on the disciples on the evening of his resurrection.  
According to John 20, Jesus entrusts his disciples with 
his mission, equating their relationship with him to his 
own relationship with the Father. The mission he 
gives them is forgiveness. He warns them that if they 
do not make reconciliation available, it will not happen 
in their time.                                                                       
Pentecost celebrates the grace-filled thriving of the  
human community through the indwelling of the 
Spirit. It reminds us that Jesus' promise to bestow his 
Spirit upon us can be limited only by our own unwill-
ingness to continue his mission. In the first book of 
Corinthians, Paul insists that we will know the Spirit to 
the extent that we appreciate the diversity of gifts   
present in our community. The Acts of the Apostles    
assures us that the Spirit continues to work through 
frail, diverse, sometimes fighting, often feisty, human 
beings. The Spirit of God leads us to broaden our 
plans and go beyond our own narrow imaginations.  
As we contemplate our celebration of Pentecost, we 
might do well to remember the story of how Jesus'  
disciples discerned that they should choose one man 
to fill out Judas' place, only to realize that Spirit had   
chosen more than a hundred men and women,       
empowering them all to continue Jesus' mission. This 
50th day of Easter reminds us that when we are      
willing, the Spirit takes our best plans and multiplies 
them by 10 — over and again.
