Was Saint Paul a nervous speaker? We often think of
Paul as a bold and fearless apostle. But last Sunday’s
reading gave us and the Corinthians to which he was
writing a different sort of image:

I came to you in weakness and fear and much
trembling, and my message and my proclamation
were not with persuasive words of wisdom, but
with a demonstration of Spirit and power.

(1 Corinthians 2:3-4).

Weakness, fear, and trembling. It can feel uncomfort-
able or awkward to share our faith in Jesus with
another person, especially when we do not know how
that person will react. But Paul tells us that personal
discomfort does not disqualify us from offering the
message that saves, nor can it strip the Cross of Christ
of its power. Jesus does not depend on our eloquence
to awaken faith in another person. He asks for our
willingness to speak in his name as the Holy Spirit
prompts us. If we give him this, he can do the rest.
What will happen if we step out in faith—and yes,
maybe a little trembling—to offer Christ to others like
Saint Paul? Then we, too, may witness "a demonstra-
tion of Spirit and power" as Jesus speaks to his people
through us.
