In their thirst for water, the people grumbled ...
(Exodus 17:3) What are you thirsting for?

The readings from last Sunday confront us with this
question. Lent is a time to discover, with God's help,
what we thirst for and how this thirst affects us—how
to entrust our thirst to the only one who can satisfy it:
Jesus Christ.

This radical posture of trust in God is what it means to
live the virtue of hope.

When we ask God for the grace to hope amid small
sufferings, it prepares us to hope when we face more
substantial sorrows. If we aren't intentional and
disciplined about living hope, however, the small and
large issues can compound. Eventually, without hope,
our little sufferings can become a weight impossible to
bear. This is why hope is so vital.... Hope helps us to
trust that we will never be abandoned by God in our
time of need....

We can go through life like the Israelites grumbling in
the desert and looking back at the Egypt they left. Or,
we can live face-forward as a people of hope, with our
eyes fixed on Jesus and his promise of eternal life.

The virtue of hope, given to each of us by God at
baptism, makes this possible. As we practice this virtue
in little ways with God's help and receive the
sacraments in faith, the gift of hope will grow within
us, clarify our perspective on the daily events of life,
and transform us into people of the Resurrection.
