Blessed are the pure of heart, for they shall see
God (Matthew 5:8). The Immaculate Heart of Mary
is a pure heart. Because of this, Mary saw God in the
face of her Son when so many others failed to
recognize him. How can we open our hearts to God's
purifying love so we can see Him, too?

In Mary, Mother of Apostles, Father Giuseppe
Forlai shares four thoughts on what it means to have a
pure heart:

-To be so fascinated by the glory of God that one can
let go of a self-will filled with outlandish dreams of
greatness, so that only God's desire might be
accomplished.

-To reject the duplicity and malice that leads us to
become good servants in the Fathet's house while
secretly hoping to take over one day.

-To understand profoundly that carving a place for
oneself is the last resort of those who fail, and that
true wisdom is to remain in one's own small place,
making it great by faithfulness and unselfish acts.

-To desire to be so hidden that only God shines across
the horizon of existence.

Does your heart look like this? Of course not. We
cannot acquire a pure heart by ourselves. But Jesus
tells us that only the pure of heart will see God. So,
what do we do?

We do what Mary did: we let the Holy Spirit create a
pute heart in us. A pure heart is a heart open to God's
mercy. It is a heart that is turned toward God, listening
for his word and ready to act on it. It is a heart that
loves each person with the love of God himself. May
God form such a heart in us, as he did in Mary, by the
grace of his word, the sacraments, and his daily invita-
tions to us amid the ordinariness of life.
