Thus, even in the midst 
of Advent, Christmas joy is never far away. 

What would our lives look like if we approached every 
moment, every person, and above all every Eucharist 
expecting to meet the King of angels? May your living 
of these Advent days help you behold the Lord with 
joy, whenever and wherever he reveals himself to you.
