This Friday, the Church celebrates the Feast of the 
Conversion of Saint Paul. At first glance, Paul's story 
might seem like a far cry from our own. When Paul 
met Jesus, risen from the dead, on the road to Damas-
cus, his world flipped upside-down. Paul went from 
condemning Christians for blasphemy to declaring  
Jesus as Lord.   
For most of us, the journey of faith isn't quite this  
sudden or dramatic.  
  Paul was proud, intelligent, a man of action,                
powerful, observant, contentious, well-traveled, direct, 
and so much more.... just the man Jesus needed to 
bring his message to the gentiles. 
When Jesus stopped Paul in his tracks and turned him 
around, Paul did not resist. Paul opened himself to 
God's plan, and as he came to know it better, he        
willingly put his personality and gifts at the service of 
God's will rather than his own. In this way, Paul 
teaches us what it means to be a disciple. 
 When we are called to even the slightest change of 
course by God, we are often tempted to balk or       
complain. We do not see a reason to think differently, 
to challenge ourselves, to reach out of our comfort 
zone. We need the openness of Paul who let his mind 
be changed, who left himself open to criticism, who 
switched gears to say ―yes‖ to God. 
   If we always stay on the side of God, remain with his 
plan for our salvation, and aren’t complacent or          
contrary, we will find God relying on us to carry the 
Gospel to our world.
