Gospel of John 15.1-8 “I am the true vine, ….           
In this passage, Jesus teaches his disciples that his            
relationship with them will not end after his death; 
he will remain with them always. This unity            
between Jesus and his disciples is the basis for 
their ability to continue to do the work that he   
began. Similarly, Jesus’ presence with us through 
the Gift of the Holy Spirit enables us to continue 
the work of love and reconciliation that he began.                                         
Jesus also teaches his disciples about the                
importance of the words he has taught to them. 
Just as Jesus will remain in the disciples, so too 
will his words. We come to know Jesus through 
the Scriptures, the living Word of God.
